7 Choose any picture from the book and ask your teacher to copy it. Draw bubbles and write down what the characters think and/or say. (If it is a dialogue, find a partner and present it.)

8 For fast finishers: Find three other pupils to do this task in a group of four. Take one scene from the book and make a freeze frame together. Then ask your teacher to take a photo of it and put it into your book journal. Write three sentences about what happens in your scene.

If you like, you can do these tasks as a homework:
9 Think about poor Mr and Mrs Darling at home in London without their kids. Make a missing persons report* for them to put it into the newspaper.

10 Choose one character or fairy from the book and draw a picture of him/her. Write down three questions you would like to ask him/her.
